All sculptures must be of durable materials and able to withstand a year’s
display in a Southwestern Arkansas environment. Suitable materials include,
but are not limited to, wood, bronze, aluminum, steel, glass, concrete, stone
and marble.

Sculptures must not have edges, etc., that present a safety concern.
